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Nursery 2022 Intake Data

On the day the Admissions Committee sat there were 28 applications. Eight (8) applications
were received under Route A and twenty (20) applications through Route B. The net
capacity for Nursery at that time was 26 places. Eight places were allocated under Route A
and eighteen (18) places under Route B (see admissions criteria). Late applications have
been received subsequent to the first round of offers being made.
